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[bookmark: _GoBack]Childcare Sufficiency Assessment 2018
Gloucestershire

The Childcare Sufficiency Assessment for Gloucestershire brings together a range of information that enables Gloucestershire County Council to understand the local childcare market. It is important for the local authority to know how the local market operates, the factors which influence the supply of and demand for services in order to manage and support the local market to meet its duty to ensure sufficient childcare. 

The Childcare Act 2006 places duties on local authorities to improve outcomes for young children and reduce the inequalities between them; to secure sufficient childcare to enable parents to work; and to provide information to parents about childcare and a wide range of services that may benefit them. 

It focuses in particular on sufficient, sustainable and flexible childcare that is responsive to parents’ requirements. This is to ensure that parents can find childcare locally that meets their needs enabling them to work or undertake education or training that could lead to work thereby increasing opportunities, choice and raising aspirations of families. 

The Childcare Act 2006 defines childcare as ‘any form of care for a child‟ (other than healthcare) including education (other than that provided by schools during school hours) and any other ‘supervised activity‟. Childcare therefore includes the free 15 hour universal early education entitlement, but not formal education of children of statutory school age during the school day. This includes the provision of after school care for children up to the age of 15 and holiday play schemes. 

The Childcare Act 2016 places a duty on local authorities from September 2017 to secure sufficient places for the extended free entitlement to 30 hours (which is an additional 15 hours a week on top of the universal entitlement for working parents of 3 and 4 year olds).

Through assessing the supply of and demand for childcare within Gloucestershire, gaps in provision will be identified. Plans can subsequently be developed to support the local market to address those gaps through the development of sustainable business opportunities with existing or new childcare providers. 

Information gathered through the Childcare Sufficiency Assessment will also inform wider service planning, prioritisation in the changing political and economic climate and needs assessment for the Children and Young People’s Plan.

[bookmark: _Toc495660918]1. Demographic Information
Between 2005 and 2015, the overall population growth in Gloucestershire has been driven mainly by internal movements. Natural growth, caused by higher numbers of births than deaths accounted for a growing proportion of the population in recent years and internal migration. The growth of the older population (65+) continued to outpace that of the younger generation[footnoteRef:1]. [1:  http://www.gloucestershire.gov.uk/inform/index.cfm?articleid=94727] 


[bookmark: _Toc495660919]1.1 Past: 2006 to 2016
Over the past ten years the number of 0-19 year olds in Gloucestershire has increased by 2526 children to 140,666 in 2016. This represents a 1.8% change compared to the national average of 5.1%. The proportion of 0-19 year olds as a proportion of the total population of the County decreased by 1.2% to 22.6% in 2016 which is in contrast to the national average 1.4% increase. In terms of the proportion of 0-19 year olds as a proportion of the total population in each district, Gloucester district has the highest at 25.0% amounting to 32,148 children and Cotswold district the lowest at 20.6% equating to 17,648 children.

Over the last ten years the population of 0-4 year olds in Gloucestershire rose by 15.6% to 35,109 children in 2016 which represents 5.6% of the total population.

The highest numbers of 0-4 year olds are located in Gloucester, Stroud and Cheltenham districts and reflect the general increase in births in those districts over the last few years. 
Apart from Cotswold, the other five districts experienced growth between 2006 and 2016 with Gloucester district attaining the highest growth amounting to 29.0% (2,037 additional children) and Forest of Dean district the least growth of 5.8% (230 additional children) relating to a decline in births. Comparatively low numbers in Cotswold and Forest of Dean districts may also be indicative of a slight decrease in births over the last few years.

[bookmark: _Toc495660920][bookmark: _Toc441220311]1.2 Future: 2014 to 2039 Projections
Assuming current population trends continue, the dominating feature of the projected trend is a sharp increase in the number of older people (65+) as a result of increased life expectancy and the demographic impacts of two generations of baby boomers which for Gloucestershire is higher than the national average. Projections for young children, young people and working-age people indicate only moderate growth and less than the English average[footnoteRef:2]. The number of 0-19 year olds is predicted to rise to 148,173 by 2024 and to 153,435 in 2039. This represents an overall increase of 5262 children equivalent to an increase of 3.6%.

The 0-4 year olds are projected to maintain steady numbers reflecting a similar rate of births. The 5-9 year olds projections increase slightly before levelling off and maintaining steady numbers until 2039.

The 10-19 year olds are predicted to increase to 75,685 in 2024 followed by an increase to 79,908 in 2039.
[bookmark: _Toc495660921]1.3 Deprivation
The Indices of Deprivation 2015[footnoteRef:3] are national measures based on 37 indicators, which highlight characteristics of deprivation such as unemployment, low income, crime and poor access to education and health services. The revised indices offer an in-depth approach to pinpointing small pockets of deprivation. Most indicators used data based on the tax year 2012/13. The indices are a key measure used by Central Government to help target policies and funding to improve the quality of life in disadvantaged communities. The indices use Lower Super Output Areas (LSOA) rather than wards. These are small geographical units averaging 1,500 people and provide a more in-depth appreciation of variations in deprivation at a local level.

Seven Children Centre Reach Areas are located in the Cheltenham Locality Area.  Three of them namely Charlton Kings, Leckhampton and Up Hatherley relate to the areas of lowest deprivation and the remaining four are associated with areas of highest deprivation.

There are four Children Centre Reach Areas in the Cotswold Locality Area.  Apart from Cirencester, the other three reach areas, namely Northleach/Fairford, Stow and Tetbury are located in areas of lowest deprivation.

There are five Children Centre Reach Areas located in the Forest of Dean Locality Area.  All the reach areas portray an aspect of all five of the levels of deprivation although Twigs - Mitcheldean and Branches - Newent reach areas correspond to those areas of lowest deprivation while Hilltop reach area contains the only and relatively large area of high deprivation.

There are four Children Centre Reach Areas in the Gloucester North Locality Area.  Apart from Elmbridge reach area they all coincide with the areas of highest deprivation.

There are seven Children Centre Reach Areas in the Stroud Locality Area.  Those localities representing higher levels of deprivation are small and diluted by the extent of the areas of lower deprivation.

There are six Children Centre Reach Areas in the Tewkesbury Locality Area.  Bishops Cleeve and Winchcombe reach areas correspond to those areas of low deprivation and Noah’s Ark -Tewkesbury reach area represents a mix relating to higher deprivation.

[bookmark: _Toc495660929]1.4 Household Income
Map 1 illustrates the location of where those households with a likely annual income of <£20,000 are located. Those LSOAs that are most likely to have a household income below £20,000 depicted by the pink shading tend to occur in the inner urban areas of Gloucester and Cheltenham, Cirencester and Tewkesbury. They are also located in the Cam and Stonehouse areas of Stroud district, around Cinderford, Lydney and Mitcheldean in the Forest of Dean district and Brockworth in Tewkesbury district.
Conversely, those LSOAs that are least likely to have a household income below £20,000 are indicated by the light blue shading on Map 1 and are located across much of the rural areas of Cotswold, Stroud and Tewkesbury districts.

Map 2 shows where the likelihood of Households with more than £100,000 annual income are located. Not unsurprisingly this provides an almost reverse view to that shown by Map 1 in that those LSOAs which are most likely to have a household income of more than £100,000 represented by the pink shading are also located mainly in the rural areas of the Cotswold, Stroud and Tewkesbury districts.

[bookmark: _Toc495660930]1.5 Housing developments 
There are a number of large housing developments that are currently in development:

· Lydney – 1900 dwellings.  Building is progressing and which will include a new school with a nursery on site.
· West of Stonehouse – 1350 dwellings.  A new school will be built in this area with a nursery on site.
· North East Cam – 450 dwellings with possible further growth.
· Sharpness – 300 dwellings.
· Cheltenham – 4200 dwellings in the area of Swindon Village/Uckington which will include a new school with a nursery on site.
· Innsworth and Twigworth – up to 2025 dwellings.  If these progress, new primary school with nursery on site will be provided.
· Chesterton – South of Cirencester – up to 2300 dwellings.  A new primary school , and nursery provision will be provided.

The local authority works on all strategic sites to attempt to secure provision through s106 or other developer contributions (Community Infrastructure Levy).

[bookmark: _Toc495660931]1.6 BME Populations
At the time of the 2011 census the map shows that the areas that have a high BME population are Gloucester and Cheltenham.  Some areas are more densely populated than others to 30% or more.  The rest of the County has a fairly low BME population with the exception of Cirencester and Stroud, where some areas have a population of between 5.00% and 9.9%.

[bookmark: _Toc495660932]1.7 Trends
Although the proportion of children and young people is lower than the ageing population, birth rates are increasing.  This trend is not reflected uniformly across the county and particular attention should therefore be paid to those areas identified where the largest house building projects are taking place. Such areas of new housing (particularly Affordable Housing) are likely to be attractive to young people of working age at the point of starting their families, with a consequent greater need for childcare.
The expansion of free childcare for 3 & 4 year olds from 15 hours universal entitlement to 30 hours extended entitlement for working parents from September 2017 will impact on childcare sufficiency across Gloucestershire. The Local Authority was successful in securing an amount of capital funding to increase capacity within a specific district of the County determined by the Department for Education.
The Government has introduced the Disability Access Fund (DAF) which provides additional funding to enable early years providers to anticipate and make reasonable adjustments to their provision, and should increase capacity to support disabled children and children with Special Educational Needs (SEN).

· Despite overall affluence there are significant pockets of deprivation in the county.
· Deprived neighbourhoods have higher levels of vulnerable children.
· Children subject to a range of statutory interventions are concentrated in Gloucester and Cheltenham.
· New housing developments will increase populations in Gloucester, Cheltenham, Forest of Dean, Stroud and the Cotswolds.
· 95% of the population describe themselves as ‘White –British’.  The county’s small BME populations are concentrated in Gloucester and Cheltenham.

[bookmark: _Toc495660934]SECTION 2: 	Current picture of childcare in Gloucestershire

[bookmark: _Toc495660935]2.1 Types of Childcare
In Gloucestershire, the types of childcare include pre school (school managed), independent (school managed), day nurseries, playgroups, childminders, out of school clubs, holiday schemes and home carers.
The childminder sector is now offering significant free early education places within Gloucestershire. To enable parents to access childcare throughout the year, childminders and term time only providers work effectively in partnership to stretch their free early education entitlement. 
As indicated in 1.5, where there is large housing growth within Gloucestershire and a new school is to be built, there will also be a new nursery on site. 

[bookmark: _Toc495660936]2.2 Early Years Education: Supply
Free early years education is available for 40% of the county’s most vulnerable 2 year olds, and for 3 & 4 year olds it is a universal entitlement.  The entitlement provides a maximum of 15 hours of free early education for 38 weeks a year until a child goes to school. From September 2017, the extended 30 hours free entitlement for 3 and 4 year olds of working parents will come into effect.

In April 2017 there were 506 settings claiming the 3 & 4 year old funding, 329 settings claiming the 2 year old entitlement and 514 settings planning on delivering the extended 30 hours entitlement.

[bookmark: _Toc495660938]2.4 Help with Childcare Costs
Current information to parents highlights several ways that they can get help with childcare costs:
· 2 year olds - for some families that meet the income or statutory criteria there are 570 hours per year free nursery education
· All pre-school children (3 & 4 years) receive the 570 hours from the term following their 3rd birthday
· For working families in England with pre-school children (3 & 4 years old) who meet the eligibility criteria, an extra 570 hours per year free nursery education can be claimed
· For working families, including the self employed in the UK with children under 12 (under 17 if disabled) may be able to access Tax-free Childcare. For every £8 paid, the Government will add an extra £2, up to £2,000 per annum per child
· Working families on low income may be able to claim up to 70% of childcare costs through the childcare element of the working tax credit
· For working families claiming Universal Credit with children under 16, they may be able to claim 85% of eligible childcare costs up to a cap
· Some parents with children under 16 (under 17 if disabled) may also be able to get help from their employer if they offer a childcare voucher scheme. Parents can get up to £933 a year in tax and national insurance savings
· There may be other forms of support for students such as ‘Care to Learn’ (for parents under the age of 20); Childcare Grant for full-time higher education students or discretionary learner support funds from colleges/learning providers.

[bookmark: _Toc495660939]2.5 Early Years National Funding Formula
The School Finance (England) Regulations 2012 (S.I.2012/335) set out how Local Authorities must operate their Early Years National Funding Formula (EYNFF).  The regulations require that a Local Authority must consult their schools forum about and decide upon the funding formula which informs the hourly rate paid to providers.
A consultation was undertaken in January/February 2017 with all childcare providers in Gloucestershire as a result of the Department of Education (DfE) making changes to the way Early Years funding is distributed.
The results were taken to Schools Forum and the following changes came into effect on 1st April 2017:
· the 3 & 4 year old funding base rate is £3.90 per hour
· the hourly rate for eligible 2 year olds is £4.91 per hour
· a deprivation supplement is made for all eligible children.  It is 4% of the total funding available, which equates to approximately 16p per hour
· as agreed by the sector after consultation, Gloucestershire County Council retains the quality supplement to fund work undertaken to support the Early Years sector. This is 0.5% of the total early years funding available and equates to 2p an hour

Rates and eligibility criteria are subject to change.
Support for settings to develop and operate sustainable business plans and models is available through National Day Nurseries Association (NDNA) who deliver this service under contract from the Children and Young People’s Directorate of Gloucestershire County Council until March 2018.

[bookmark: _Toc495660940]2.6 Take up of 2, 3 and 4 year old childcare places 
Our Headcount data is available on a termly basis and is used by Gloucestershire County Council to establish which localities have a good take up and a poor take up of free childcare places. It identifies 2, 3 and 4 year olds by locality reach area and allows us to identify any gaps in provision.
In the Spring Term 2017, Gloucestershire funded 1318 two year olds to receive 15 hours of free early education over a maximum of 38 weeks.  Providers can agree to stretch the offer over more than 38 weeks, as long as the hours claimed over the year are not more than 570.
Those providers that meet the national government eligibility quality criteria are able to be part of the scheme and receive funding to provide the entitlement for 2 year olds.

In the Spring Term 2017, Gloucestershire funded 10,081 three and four year olds to receive 15 hours of free early education over a maximum of 38 weeks.  Providers can agree to stretch the offer over more than 38 weeks, as long as the hours claimed over the year are not more than 570.
[bookmark: _Toc495660941]2.7 Stretched offer
Early education funding for 2, 3 and 4 year olds can be used throughout the year (stretched). The entitlement for eligible 2 year olds and all 3 and 4 year olds under the universal entitlement is 570 hours per year which equates to either a maximum of 15 hours per week, over a maximum of 38 weeks or providers can agree to stretch the offer over more than 38 weeks, as long as the hours claimed over the year are not more than 570.
The entitlement for eligible 3 and 4 year olds of working parents under the extended 30 hour entitlement is 1140 hours (including the universal entitlement) per year which equates to either a maximum of 30 hours per week, over a maximum of 38 weeks or providers can agree to stretch the offer over more than 38 weeks, as long as the hours claimed over the year are not more than 1140.
[bookmark: _Toc495660942]2.8 Care for school age children
Although overall the number of providers has decreased since the last audit was undertaken in 2010, the biggest reduction has been within the childminding sector, this is both a national and a local trend.
Wrap around care is offered by some schools, this includes breakfast and after school clubs.  The provision is in direct response to local community need, therefore not all schools have this service on site.

Ofsted is the organisation responsible for the registration and inspection of childcare for children 0-8.  Following inspection, Ofsted makes a judgement on the quality of provision and specifies actions which providers must take to improve.

In addition to this the Early Years Team of GCC Children and Young People’s Directorate uses information to intervene where quality is a concern. The Early Years Team monitors and promotes ongoing improvement and quality within early years and childcare settings.

Between 9th and 30th June 2017, Gloucestershire County Council ran a survey of parents to understand possible demand for the additional childcare entitlement (30 hours) from September 2017. The survey was promoted to parents via childcare providers, social media messaging, Gloucestershire County Council websites and intranet posts. 
529 responses were received and responses were from parents of 622 children aged 1-4 in the Gloucestershire area. This report summarises the key results of the parental survey and has been produced for the Council and childcare providers. It is intended to give some indication of likely potential demand for the increased offer to help inform local sufficiency and business planning. Gloucestershire County Council will continue to monitor demand by running further parental surveys.

The following graph shows the current use of childcare hours by respondents of 3 and 4 year old children (323 or 52% respondents to the survey.) 76% of respondents said they currently access some extra paid formal childcare in addition to the universal 15 hours free entitlement. 36.5% of respondents said they currently access 0 – 15 hours extra paid formal childcare and 39% said they accessed over 15 additional hours formal childcare. 41% of respondents said they used some informal childcare.

SEND Audit 2017: Analysis of audit 
The SEND Audit for Gloucestershire was initiated in the Summer Term of 2017. A link to the audit was sent via email to all early year’s settings including Childminders and Children’s Centres.
Context 
In Gloucestershire there are currently 371 Daycare provisions and 439 Childminders. There are also 11 children’s centres none of which have early years provision. This gives a total of 810 early year’s settings altogether.
The total number of settings who completed the audit was 513, in comparison to 313 last year. This is a 63% response rate in comparison to 35% last year
Of those who responded, 296 were from a Daycare facility (57%), 208 were Childminders (40%) and 9 were from Children’s Centres (1%). There was also a small percentage that chose not to tell us who they were.
The county of Gloucestershire is broken down into seven localities, Cheltenham, Cotswolds, Forest of Dean, Gloucester North, Gloucester South, Stroud and Tewkesbury. 
Cheltenham
Cheltenham has 68 Daycare Settings, 73 Childminder settings. This gives of total of 141 settings.
There were a total of 101 responses to the audit from Cheltenham settings (19%)

Information gained from the Audit

Of the 63% of Gloucestershire’s settings who responded to the audit  57% said that they had been involved in writing a My Plan, 47% My Plan + , and 24% Education Health and Care (EHC) Plan and 55% of those said that they had been routinely involved in the monitoring and review process. 5% said that they were sometimes involved in the monitoring and review process and 36% did not respond to this question.

Of the 63% of Gloucestershire’s settings who responded to the audit 84% said that they had a setting SENCO. 70% said that their SENCO had attended training run by the local authority.

1. The makeup of identified children 
Of the 63% of Gloucestershire’s settings who responded to the audit 272 of the settings (53%) said that they had children in their setting whose development was causing them some concern. 
242 (47%) of the settings who responded, said that they were caring for children identified as having a Special Educational Need and/or Disability (SEND)
234 (45%) of settings who responded, said that they make a record of those children identified as having SEND, and 227 (44%) said that they share these records with other people/agencies.

Of the 63% of Gloucestershire’s settings who responded to the audit and identified that they had children attending with SEND, 17% said that the children had a physical disability and 42% identified a learning disability. However 55% did not respond to this question.
